1.0 GENERAL

1.1 Location Description

The proposed composting facility is located in southern Victoria County, Texas along F.M.
1686. The site is located adjacent to the southeast corner of the existing City of Victoria
Landfill. The compost facility registration will be for a fifty-acre site on an approximate 208-

acre tract of land owned by the city of Victoria.

1.2 Composting Operations

The facility uses the conventional, mechanically turned windrow-composting process.  This
well-proven process involves laying out feed stock in layers; starting with a layer of bulking
agents (woodchips and/or compost screening “overs”) on the base and sides, followed by a layer
of biosolids which are then covered with bulking agents. Typically, for biosolids having 15-23
% total solids content, a 2:1 bulking agent to biosolids ratio is used. Biosolids are applied to a
windrow as they are delivered, so there are no biosolids stored on site. Once a complete
windrow has been constructed, then a compost-turning machine mixes/blends the layers into a
homogeneous mixture, another application of bulking agents may be applied to the surface as an

effective vector and odor control barrier if necessary.

1.3 Compost Facility Lavout

Feedstock material for the facility is processed on the grinding pad located at the entrance to the
facility. The compost pad located to the east of the grinding pad is used for the preparation and
storage of compost materials. Rainfall runoff from the compost pad is collected and stored in a

detention pond located on the east side of the compost pad area.

1.4 Closure

The facility will be closed by removal of all feed stocks, in process materials, finished compost,
collected leachate, and sediments in the surface impoundment. At least three samples of the
impoundments base after removal of sediments will be taken to ensure the liner material meets

TCEQ requirements to leave the material in place in accordance with the risk based standards in

place at the time of closure for industrial facilities. Improvements at the facility will remain in

place for further use by the owner or lessor as appropriate. All materials removed from the

facility for disposal shall be appropriately classified in accordance with TCEQ Rules and

transferred to an authorized facility for disposal.

Procedure for Site Closure

The procedure for closure of the compost facility will include the following steps:

Landfill all existing feedstock materials and in-process compost material.

Transport compost to end user(s) of marketer of the finished compost materials at no cost
to user or marketer.

Remove leachate from the detention pond and transport to authorized waste water
treatment facility.

Sample and test sediments from the detention pond for compliance with TDPES
standards.

Remove and landfill sediments from the pond area if required.
